Canada Post Heritage Club
Scholarship Program Criteria

Award: Three (3) scholarships of $2,000 each

Purpose: To recognize and support hardworking, well-rounded students who demonstrate
determination, community involvement, and a strong potential for success as they begin post-
secondary studies.

Eligibility Criteria
Applicants must:

e Be achild or grandchild, or wards in legal guardianship, of a current, paid member (dues
paying member for the last 2 years (2026 and 2025)) of the Canada Post Heritage Club.

o Be entering their first year of a recognized college, university, or accredited post-secondary
institution (full-time). Quebec students may be entering CEGEP or leaving CEGEP and
moving to a recognized college, university, or accredited post-secondary institution.

o Not have previously received a Canada Post Heritage Club Scholarship.

e Have applied to or been accepted by a post-secondary institution (proof required prior to
payment).

e Demonstrate:

o Astrong work ethic and commitment to their goals
o Involvement in school, community, employment, athletics, or leadership activities
o Good character and responsibility

e Note: If applicants have interrupted their schooling, the maximum period permitted
between the completion of secondary school and the commencement of post-secondary
education cannot exceed 1 year.

e Complete the application form themselves. By submitting an application, applicants
confirm that all information is true and accurate.

Note: Academic excellence is important, but this scholarship is intended to recognize effort,
balance, and determination — not grades alone.

Instructions
Applicants must complete the application form and submit all required documents by the stated
deadline. Incomplete applications will not be considered.

Scholarship timeline
e Applications open: March 15
e Applications close: June 30
e Scholarship recipients notified: w/o August 24
e Scholarship recipients announced: fall 2026

Selection Process
Applications will be reviewed by a scholarship committee appointed by the Canada Post Heritage
Club.
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Selections will be based on:

Effort and commitment

Balance between academics, work, and activities
Community involvement and leadership

Personal statement and reference letter

Scholarships will be paid directly to the recipient upon proof of enrollment. The committee’s
decision is final and without appeal. Personal information will be used solely for the purpose of
administering the scholarship program. Please note the winners’ names and photographs will be
posted on the Heritage Club website.
